COVERAGE PER GALLON OF DILUTED PRODUCT

All Surfaces 100 - 250 9.3-23.2

Coverage based on single treatment. Some applications may require additional treatments. Coverage rate may vary depending
on the surface porosity, texture, severity of staining, application method and other local conditions.

SURFACE PREPARATION/PRE-TESTING
e Remove all loose soil and debris from surface.
e Cover/protect adjacent and surrounding surfaces not intended to be cleaned.

e TEST FIRST: Before using Point Break, test on a small, inconspicuous area to determine the suitability, correct dilution and dwell
time needed for your surface. Allow test area to dry thoroughly before evaluating final appearance and results.
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DILUTION INSTRUCTIONS

Dilute with water prior to use. Amount of dilution is dependent on severity of staining and if surface has been previously sealed.
Only use strength of dilution needed to sufficiently clean. Under dilution (too strong) may cause damage to the substrate.

e Pour desired amount (see chart) of Point Break into an empty, clean 1 quart or 1 gallon container.

e Fill the balance of the container with water and mix.

DILUTION CHART

APPLICATION CONDITIONS

e Clean when air and surface temperatures are 40°F or above. If freezing conditions exist, allow time for surface to thaw.
o |[f air temperature exceeds 90°F, flash cool the surface with water before applying product.
e Do not allow product to dry on a hot surface.

e Always rinse thoroughly while cleaner is still wet on surface.

APPLICATION TOOLS

e Low pressure sprayer such as a pump-up garden sprayer or spray bottle
e Clean stiff bristle brush or broom

e Cold or hot water pressure washer preferred with 25° to 40° tip or garden hose with nozzle

APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

Point Break is designed for one application cleaning. Stronger concentrations and additional cleanings may be needed to remove
heavier, deep set stains.

e Apply dilution of Point Break using a low pressure sprayer.
e et dwell for 5 to 10 minutes.
e Improve results by scrubbing surface with a brush to agitate and break down stains.

e For brushless cleaning, apply Point Break on the surface using two applications back to back. The first application is to penetrate
and the second is to lift the stain out.

e Rinse surface thoroughly. For best results, use a hot water pressure washer with a 25° to 40° fan tip to draw out and further
break down surface stains. A cold water pressure washer or a garden hose with nozzle may be used as a substitute. Only use as
much pressure needed to thoroughly clean as excessive high pressures can damage substrates.

e Let surface dry. Inspect stains to determine if additional spot cleaning is needed.
e Clean the entire surface with Trident’s Wipe Out or White Water surface cleaners following manufacturer’s instructions.

e Before installing joint sand or sealing, allow surface to dry.
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CLEAN UP

Rinse all tools and overspray thoroughly with water before product dries.

STORAGE PACKAGING

e Store locked up in a cool, well-ventilated place 1 Gallon Containers - 4 Per Case
e Do not allow to freeze 5 Gallon Pails

DISPOSAL

Dispose of contents and container to appropriate waste site or reclaimer in accordance with all applicable laws, regulations, and

product characteristics at time of disposal.
